Live Art on the wall next to St Marks Church on High Street (map no *)

Syzygy Re-Productions will be painting a mural onto the purple wall on the side of the house next to St Marks Church on High Street.  Funded by the Scarman Trust, Sygyzy looks to take a decorative approach to the renewal of local space and the communities, which use and inhabit the area.  So after securing the backing of the property owners, this will be a collaboration between two local artists - Felix Braun and Mohammed Ouammi who have been developing the project together.  Mo is a local artist who works in many different formats, painting large objects, which he builds up in texts, symbols and signage from a universal palette of Arabic, English and oriental scripts.  Working alongside him will be Felix, a Bristol graffiti artist who moves through the traditional parameters of graf using grand sweeps of colour and movement to create beautiful pieces of various scales.  

Both artists are used to working collaboratively, having previous involvement with local children and the decorating of community areas.  The hope is that by combining their artistic talents, the piece created will be a real testimony to the vibrant location in Easton, a shining example that by mixing the talents and resources from different communities, we can establish beautiful ties and common ground for all to enjoy.  

We hope to have a small sound system playing chilled out reggae and other summery vibes with a BBQ in the car park adjacent to St Mark’s Road Baptist Church; free halal and vegetarian food served as standard.  Come along to see the artists in action.

Saturday 30 June
Half Woman Half Insect at the Easton Community Centre (map no 9)

Hazel Hammond will be doing performance-knitting turning into a pure wool cocoon over the summer. She would like people to join in by giving me small objects or wishes, which will be knitted in - later to rot away in an arboretum.  The cocoon has a powerful symbolism and can be used to think about comfort, protection, transformation, the natural environment or the cycle of life as a whole. Knitting is a meditative (repetitive) activity. 

Hazel will be using very large specially made needles, larger than commercially available so people can easily see the movements.  Hazel will be encouraging the audience to join in by offering her objects or ideas that are better removed from their lives. This could be anything small and dry or an idea, which can be incorporated into (recycled paper) beads, which will be knitted into the cocoon.  The cocoon will be allowed to rot away in a natural setting – return to the earth.

Live Sarod Performance by Simon Kohli at the Easton Community Centre (map no 9)

Simon Kohli performs traditional North Indian Classical music on the Sarod, a 25-stringed Indian lute.  Simon is a widely respected sarod player who is acknowledged as one of the most accomplished of the musicians playing Indian music in the South West of England. He took his initial training on the sarod from Ustad Wajahat Khan in London in 1993 for many years of one to one lessons and has been performing since he graduated from the University of Winchester in 1998 with a BA Hons in World Music and English.

Shishya India Dance at in the crèche at Silai for Skills (map no 14)
Shishya is the performing student group of India Dance Wales consisting of trainee dancers varying from beginners to the more accomplished. Students specialise in the beautiful and traditional South Indian art of Bharata Natyam and can often be seen performing at community events in the South Wales and Bristol area.  

Bharata Natyam is one of the most dynamic and internationally popular classical Indian dances and was developed in Hindu temples as a form of worship. The dances are based on Hindu mythology and emphasise physical movements as well as expressional dance (storytelling using hand gestures and facial expressions).
