
Easton Arts Trail Planning Meeting

St Marks Baptist Church Café

Wednesday 24 March 2010

Present:  18 people were present. (Names can be given on request).

Jo thanked all of those in attendance at this meeting.

Registration

Jo informed the group that the main reason for this meeting was for

people to be able to register for the arts trail in person, to get an

update on the arts trail so far and to provide a forum for any

questions.

It was reiterated that the deadline for registration is the 5th April.

This is to allow sufficient time to allocate venues to artists, upload

images and contact information for artists and update the trail map in

time for printing and distribution.

It was noted that the information on how to upload your images and

details will be emailed to all applicants after all the registration

forms have been received and group venues have been allocated. It is

hoped that this will be on or about the 9th April.

Funding and Fundraising

Patrick fed back about the raffle:

So far approximately 500 tickets have been sold and fabulous prizes

will be available to the winners. The raffle will be drawn at the

party at the Plough on Saturday 12th June.

Patrick noted that extra raffle tickets can be taken away to be sold

after the meeting.

Community Festival and Events Funding:

Shelly informed the group that we were successful in our application

and were awarded £1500 from Bristol City Council. The application that

was made stated the areas in which we would like to spend the money

and so this needs to be honored. A separate committee meeting will be

held on Wednesday 31st March to allocate this funding.

Greenbank Pub Benefit Gig:

Shelly noted that this was very successful, was very well attended and

in total £408 was raised.

Philippa asked what the main costs of the arts trail are and therefore

how the money is spent.  Patrick updated the group on the main costs

of the arts trail; printing and distribution of the map and hire of

venues were the most expensive coming in at £1500, £350 and £350

respectively.  Other monies go towards banners, bunting, prizes, hire

of equipment etc and also a substantial amount needs to be carried

over to ensure that next year’s arts trail inherits some level of

funding (in case the amount allocated to us from the Council is

significantly reduced in 2011) .

Other Fundraisers:

The next fundraising event is the Family Tea Party and will be held at

the St Mark’s Baptist Church café on Saturday 10th April between 2.30

and 5pm.  Jo reminded the group that there will be tea, cakes and jam

for sale, a juggling workshop and face painting.  Jo asked if anyone

would be willing to donate a cake or jam for the sale. Cakes could be

brought to the café on the day and jam any time before the event.

Venues Update:

St Anne’s Church, Baggator, Muller Hall, the Greenbank Pub and the

Chelsea Inn have confirmed they will be group venues.  After the

registration deadline, places will be allocated and then this

information sent to individuals. Jane highlighted that we would make

sure we match up artists work at these venues.

A.O.B.

Stu, the party organiser for The Plough, informed the group how the

party has been organised in the past. He is keen to recruit female as

well as male DJ’s for the night and asked if anyone knows of a female

DJ that would like to take part.  He also noted that if some funding

were available then he would be able to hire a good PA system and

lights for the event.  Stu to contact Shelly re: Eastside Roots.

Patrick reminded Stu that there is a football match being shown at The

Plough in the early evening which may have an impact.

Patrick reminded the group that there is a Front Garden Competition.

So far we have had very few applications although several people have

stated an interest.  We envisaged that this front garden competition

would help children/families/individuals to be involved in the arts

trail but who do not have to be artists as such.  It also means that

people would not have to man their front garden display and can still

go around the arts trail.  A ballot box will be placed at St Mark’s

Baptist Church café and other group venues and the winner announced on

the Sunday evening.  There will be a great prize (yet to be decided)

for the front garden with most votes. Jane agreed to send a separate

flyer advertising the front garden competition and extending the

deadline for this since we do not need to upload any images for the

houses taking part.

Lisa has asked Eastside Roots if they would run a workshop, paid for

by some of the funding that we have received, e.g. how to plant up a

hanging basket.  Lisa agreed to chase this up now that we have secured

funding.  Shelly said she would also speak to Eastside Roots regarding

this possible workshop.

Date of next meetings

The next committee meetings will be held on Wednesday 31st March

(finances) and Wednesday 7th April (Registrations).

A date for the next General meeting has not yet been agreed.
